The Upright Person” To the upright I
will show the saving power of God.

Psalm 50:23 (responsorial)

1 I love the history of words. The word upright caught my eye today. It dates back to the sixteenth-
century Old English word upriht, meaning erect or vertical. Later, it referred to the vertical timber in
framing. Figuratively, it became synonymous with good, honest and ethical.

1 What does it mean to be an upright person? Isaiah tells us. It means to "redress the wronged, hear the
orphan's plea, defend the widow" (Isaiah 1:17). This is the kind of sacrifice God wants of us: to correct
injustices, to defend the powerless, to speak for the voiceless. If we engage in such ethical behaviors,
we will likely encounter conflict, the kind Jesus warns about in the gospel. That's because the powerful
of this world often thrive on injustices. How might I take one small action today to promote greater jus-
tice for all?

1 God of goodness and justice, help me to become a more upright person by my sacrifices for the
powerless and defenseless in my world.
